Ms. Conn called the meeting to order at 8:35 a.m. and welcomed all attending.  She asked that everyone in attendance please introduce themselves.
Approval of Minutes for General Meeting – October 6, 2011 – Melissa Conn, Chair

The Minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed by the general membership.  Ms. Conn reminded the membership that there was no meeting in November due to the Immunization Conference up North.
A motion to approve the October 6th minutes as submitted was made, seconded and unanimously approved.  Motion carries.
Open Announcements / Informational Items 

December 7, 2011 WebIZ will be hosting a training session on reporting and data management.  2 sessions are available from 11 am – 1 pm or 2 pm – 4 pm.  The event will be held at Neb Partners (flyer distributed).
On December 9th St. Rose is hosting a Diabetes Awareness Fair for High Risk Populations at their San Martin campus from 10 am – 2 pm (flyer distributed).

On December 10, 2011 from 10 am – 1 pm.  There will be a Shots for Tots event held at the Pierson Community Center (flyer distributed).  Safe Kids Clark County will be present with free booster seats and toys will be given to the kids attending.  If you are interested flyers are available for you to hand out.  There are still vendor slots available.

On December 10, 2011 from 12-3 pm the Clark County Fire Department is hosting an open house at Station 28 located on Sahara off Town Center.  

On December 10th, St. Rose is hosting a Carnival promoting asthma awareness (flyer distributed).  The event is from 10 am – 2 pm.  Free Wrangler’s Hockey tickets will be given to event attendees.

On December 15, 2011 from 10 am – 12 pm at the East Las Vegas Community & Senior Center Know Your Care (Flyers were distributed) are hosting a Health Fair.  No Cost Screenings and Immunizations will be given.  Vendor slots are available.

  Walgreens has available 3000 flu vouchers – no cost shots available through April.  This program is for the uninsured or underinsured.  The shots are available at any Walgreens.  They can come on-site.  This offer is for ages 7 + and they are willing to partner with SNIHC in order to immunize under age 7.

SNHD reminded everyone that their no cost flu clinic schedule is listed on their website www.snhd.org.

Katie Nannini of Immunize Nevada gave thanks to all that attended the November Immunization Conference in Northern Nevada.  

Quick state of the State announcement – Ms. Nannini noted that as of the last immunization rating Nevada fell back to a ranking of 51.  We had moved the needle from 51 to 46 and are now showing at 51st once again.  NIS rates were determined from data from 2007-2009.  If you look at that period, Nevada had some significant changes/challenges that were faced during that period.  Nevada moved from a Universal system to VFC only.  H1N1 hit and was a priority.  We expect the next ranking to be higher due to all of the work that has been put into different programs, campaigns and such.  Also WebIZ is operational now and s was not fully functional and mandated during the last rating period.  The 2011 rankings will come out in August – September of 2012. 

2011 Year End Report and Presentations – Pam Beal, Executive Director
Ms. Beal reminded the attendees that SNIHC has a greater partnership circle than is seen at the meetings.  We have several active partners that are unable to attend the meetings regularly but are there in the wings when we need to call upon them.

She thanked everyone for their participation and noted the success of the Coalition is due to everyone getting involved.  

During October and November the membership completed a Strategic Planning Questionnaire.  Ms. Beal thanked those that responded as their ideas and feedback will be used and considered during the Executive Committee’s Strategic Planning Session in January.  Ms. Beal distributed the results and responses to the questionnaire while reminding the membership that our focus is to provide opportunities for organizations to participate.  She reminded everyone of our organization’s vision and mission and reviewed our strategic objectives.  Thus reminding everyone that during our strategic planning session for 2012 we will take into account everyone’s feedback but we will remain true to our organizations goals and objectives.  

Ms. Beal presented a PowerPoint presentation – 2011 in review.  Here are a few highlights:

· Reviewed the organization chart/structure

· Updated the logo and the name to include “Health”

· Updated the vision to reflect the change in direction to include “Health” 

· Revised goals and strategic objectives to include “Health”

· Broadened our ability to bring in new partners with our new direction 

· The presentation noted that in partnership with our members SNIHC held 10 educational events touching over 700 participants.  Each event was highlighted.  

· Projects and campaigns such as the following were highlighted:

· NIIW Week

· Cocooning Summit

· Bi-National family Health Fair

· Immunization Study

· Back 2 School Immunization Clinics

· Preventive Health Outreach Clinics

· Community Flu Events

· WIC Linkage

In 2011, SNIHC retained the services of a Marketing and PR firm (The PR Firm) to help us get the word out.  With their help we were able to advertise via television, newsprint, cinema theatre ads, radio, internet, posters and billboards.  Mr. Kevin Dunegan and Solveig Thorsrud-Allen, President and CEO were introduced and spoke to the group briefly.  Mr. Dunegan noted their focus had been on NIIW week, specifically the event held at the Mexican Consulate, the Cocooning Summit as well as the Community Flu and Back to School events.  During the NIIW event all 3 major networks as well as a Spanish network/station were present, interviews were conducted with all.  They were charged with getting the word out and handled 50 different media placements.  They view themselves as an extension of Ms. Beal’s office and are there to help with calls from reporters, etc.  

Ms. Beal noted in 2012 SNIHC will enter the world of social media and will be looking for some help and expertise in that area.  

SNIHC touched many lives this year:

· Flu Clinics – 7,500

· NIIW – 800

· Tdap – 630 (6th Graders)

· Tdap – 995 (Adults)

· Back 2 School – 2,800

· WIC – 30,000

· Vision Screenings – 785

· Follow up Vision Exam & Glasses – 78

· Hearing Screenings – 150

· Lead Screenings – 50

· Physical Exams – 200

· Medicaid App Assistance – 268 families

Ms. Beal reviewed the financial statements with the group noting that the cost of the vaccines given at the events was just under $500,000. We received funding by way of grants, donations, etc in the amount of $577,317 but some funding is still outstanding thus by year end we will see between $600,000 and $700,000.  

We are successful due to our successful partnerships and the diversity of the organization.  Each partnership is valued!  She once again thanked everyone for their participation.  Ms. Conn speaking on behalf of the membership thanked Ms. Beal for all the work that she has done noting that without her leadership we would not be as successful these past few years.  

Ms. Beal reviewed a preview of 2012 and distributed a calendar of events that are already on the books for next year.  

March’s meeting will be a special meeting and will be off schedule.  The meeting will be held on March 14 at 8:30 am versus our normal 1st Thursday schedule.  She will provide more information in upcoming meetings – but save the date and attend.

Ms. Beal closed her presentation with a video montage from the events held through 2011.
